In fact, that
was the very quality that distinguished his teaching whether it
was in his genial and droll way with the juniors or in the superb
improvisations and riffs he would embark upon to the keen
appreciation of the senior students.

with his wonderful ability to listen and his talent for
extemporisation, he exemplified to the utmost the enduring
supremacy of that most basic, simple and effective style of

education - the Socratic method - which will survive long after
the state-of-the-art computers and the interactive blackboards
and whiteboards have been consigned to the skip...The
essential human element, however scruffy [metaphysically
speaking], will never be superseded despite all the superficial
sparkle and allure and gorgeous gadgetry of advanced
technological wizardry. What schoolboy, one wonders, will ever
remember his favourite computer?

And while celebrating the pedagogic richness of the man, let
us also honour that class of merry wrigglers, 9D [or eels in
swarfega as Declan dubbed them] who held Mr. Breen in such
high regard. Their's, too, is a perspective that must be
acknowledged and it was they, indeed, who conferred upon
their jocular, avuncular Religion teacher that ultimate
schoolboy soubriquet - A Legend! It might be considered that
the term has been devalued due to too frequent citation but in
this instance it was not an idle, throwaway comment but a
sincere and measured judgement.

They meant it!

How much more did the experience mean for
those hundreds of boys (and staff) who auditioned, rehearsed
and performed those shows to such wonderful acclaim and
success.

Working with Dan Tracey, Jill Gibson and Colette Morris, Marie
nurtured and inspired magnificent performances from some
very gifted students but, even more importantly, she never
turned away any child who aspired to be part of a production.

No matter if a chair on stage was less wooden than their
acting or they had a total lack of any natural rhythm, Marie
found for them a role which allowed them to achieve in front
of family and friends and to retain happy memories long after
leaving St. Mary's.

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In October 2005 all the year 10 classes went on
a geography trip to the Tayto factory in
Tandragee. In that term we had been learning
about different forms of industry and we went
to the factory to see how these industries were
interlinked.

When we arrived we were able to see some of
the features of the factory; it is built near a
town with a skilled labour force, it is near good
roads that can be used to transport the goods
and it has access to nearby farmers who supply
Tayto with its key raw material, potatoes.

On entering the factory we were supplied with
special items of clothing, like aprons and hats,
which were needed to prevent health hazards
when in close proximity to the potatoes and
machinery. Before we could see the crisps being
made and how the factory works we were given
a brief history of Tayto, its former owners and
its line of success.

As we began the tour we were confronted with
delicate pieces of machinery used for making
and processing the potatoes. These were all
forms of secondary industry in the factory.
After this we were directed through a
containment area and we saw hundreds of

tonnes of potatoes which were waiting to be made
into crisps. The people who supply Tayto with
these potatoes are an example of primary
industry involved with the production of Tayto
crisps.

There is also a lot of tertiary activity in Tayto.
This includes the people who look after the
money and contacts with supermarkets. Tesco is
an example of one of Tayto's contacts. Tayto
supply Tesco with their own range of crisps
(Temptations). The potatoes used for these crisps
were held separately from Tayto's own inputs.

Throughout the factory we saw many of Tayto's
inputs and processes and at the end of the tour
we were given the chance to sample some of the
outputs, when we were given free packets of
crisps to take home with us.

Overall the trip was an excellent experience
because we got a good idea of how all of the
industries work together and how the factory
works as a system. The trip was very interesting
and educational and it broadened our knowledge
of economic activity. However, the most enjoyable
experience we had was getting to meet the
famous Mr. Pat Tayto!

We left school for Colin Glen at twenty past
nine and it didn't take us very long as it is
only up the road!!!!

Then
the girl explained the three tests that we
would be carrying out in the field. We
were going to be taking three
measurements; the first was the profile
measuring the width and the depth of the
river.

For that we would
use a flow meter and a stop watch. The
third and final test was the load of the
river and this was when you randomly
picked ten stones and measured the long
and short axis. She told us that we would
be getting into the river and provided us
with welly boots.

We then got in the minibus which brought
us to the top of the river and we walked
to our first measuring station. We were
recording results at three sites in total. At
the first site we talked about things that
they were doing to stop erosion. Here they
used Rock Armour which are big boulders
set along each side of the river to stop
erosion. We took the measurements and

This Easter saw the 4th trip by students and staff from St. Mary's to
the school's project in Zambia - and a most successful and
rewarding visit it proved to be. Like previous trips this venture
proved to be a year-long process of fundraising, meetings, spiritual
reflections, conscience-raising sessions and team bonding. Once
again all members of the school community - staff, students,
families and friends - deserve great praise for their efforts to
support the impoverished people of Misisi Compound in Lusaka and
the people of the villages around 0ld Kabweza in the hills south-
east of the city. Indeed, this year the school raised more than
£60,000 in support of the project - money which really is making a
difference to the lives of literally thousands of people in Zambia.

The group of 15 students and staff set out for Lusaka (via London)
on Friday 7th April and after the overnight flight arrived safe and
sound (if somewhat tired) as dawn broke in Lusaka. We got our
usual big Zambian welcome at the airport from Sister Bernard who
quided us through immigration. We were then picked up by Mrs.
Angela Miyanda who runs the orphanage at Kabwtata and taken to
our accommodation in Ku-ombaka Backpackers Hostel. Then it
was off to see the St. Lawrence's Centre and a meeting with
Project Coordinator Peter Tembo to discuss our programme while in
Africa. It was marvellous to see the progress which has been
made over the past four years at St. Lawrence's and the other
projects developed by Project Zambia. Building and improvements
are going on all the time and it is worth taking stock of just some
of our achievements so far. These include:

Three schools and special needs centre built or extended
Teachers' salaries and learning resources provided
Teachers' houses built

Agricultural project established

Bakery and other income generating schemes developed
Dormitories, toilets and kitchen for street children built
Clean water supplies established
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When one considers the difficulties of life for the people in Zambia
one can appreciate the importance of the work St. Mary's (BGS is
engaged in. In Zambia life expectancy is 33 years making it the
lowest in the world. Average income is £200 per year with almost
80% of the population living below the official poverty line. More
than 200 people die of AIDS each day and half of all Zambia
children have lost at least one parent.

Then you have Misisi Compound where most of our work takes
place. Misisi is officially one of the five poorest compounds in
Africa. It is home to 80,000 people crammed into tiny hovels built
on a rubbish tip and swamp land on the eastern outskirts of
Lusaka. In addition to HIV/AIDS, typhoid, malaria and cholera are
widespread throughout the compound. And yet, despite all of
these difficulties it is in Misisi that we find love, solidarity and
hope. Misisi is not just a poverty-stricken slum but also a
community which, with our support and the help of others, is
transforming itself.

One is struck by the magnificent - indeed heroic - work being
carried out by the Church in compounds such as Misisi. In
particular Irish religious - such as the Christian Brothers and the
Mercy Sisters - are playing a crucial role in helping people to help
themselves. It is a privilege to share in the work they are doing
and to witness how the Gospel message of justice and love is
being lived out in the margins of society.

It was also inspiring to see so many dedicated people who go
about their tasks in a selfless and courageous manner seeking
neither praise nor material reward. Mary who is ‘mother' to 24
street children is indeed one of life's ‘living saints' as she goes
about ensuring that these vulnerable young people have a future.
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Angela Miyanda, who visited St. Mary's recently, not only has
established an orphanage in Lusaka which cares for 84 orphans
but also provides for the needs of the ‘forgotten' people of the
villages around 0ld Kabweza. And, of course, Peter Tembo,
Father Pillet and Brother John McCourt whose leadership and
vision continue to quide the people of Misisi and inspire all of
us at St. Mary's.

During our stay in Zambia the group undertook a wide-range of
activities while in Zambia including the following:

Teaching at St. Lawrence's School
Extending 'The Irish garden’
Establishing an irrigation scheme in the
orange grove and vegetable plots
Painting the bakery
Helping to build the priest's house and parish centre
Making concrete blocks
Working on the water supply in Misisi Compound
Working in Kabwata Orphanage

We all had our favourite moments and experiences. It is hard
not to be moved by the spectacular beauty of Victoria Falls or
watching the sun setting on the Zambezi. Or to be struck by
the magnificent countryside on the journey through the
mountains to Old Kabweza village to see our friends and the
new school - named St. Mary's in appreciation of the work we
are doing there.

It is also inspiring and humbling to see the importance faith has
for the people of Misisi - as witnessed in the colourful and
uplifting mass we participated in on Palm Sunday. For all of us,
however, our precious moments are found when our thoughts
bring us back to the people of Zambia who, despite all
difficulties and hardships, never cease to smile at us and laugh
with us, who have opened their hearts and homes to us and
who have taught us the true meaning of friendship, love and
brotherhood.

GAA Annual Review

The euphoric scenes that greeted the final whistle of last
month's Treanor Cup Final were tempered by the quiet
satisfaction amongst the team mentors that a new chapter was
being written in the development of football and hurling at St.
Mary's (BGS. Whilst the silverware collected may not have
exceeded that of the previous academic year, it has undoubtedly
been a successful year in terms of Gaelic Games at the seat of
learning on the Glen Road.

The air of expectancy weighed heavy on the shoulders of the
Herald Cup (U16 B Football) team as they crashed out to an early
exit at the quarter final stage last September to a well prepared
Carrickmacross side. The absence of scoring talisman Ciaran
Caldwell, who had led this team to two Ulster titles in previous
years, was too much of a loss for his team mates to carry. The
disappointment was soon to be forgotten, however, when it was
agreed that the current Year 10 would compete in the Corn Na
n0g (Junior A Football) following their twelve point demolition of
Saint Louis Ballymena in the final of Corn Colm Cillle (U13 fi B
Football) the previous June.

Indeed, this
was second time in three seasons the year 9 'B' football title had
been won by the school.

The awards continued as Principal Kevin Burke headed the Saint
Mary's table at the prestigious BT Ulster Colleges Captains evening
at the Ramada Hotel. A who's who of the Ulster GAA family were
present as Winning Captains Conor Rocks Christopher McGuiness
and Conor McClelland were individually recognised for their
achievements in Football and Hurling.

Football was to continue the GAA theme in the month of
December as most observers began to sit up and take notice of
the astounding progress the Corn Na n0Og Team were making in
the competition.
